Logie Baird. He said: “A small fraction of pre-War televisions still exist — many
stopped waorkling or were simply thrown oot when a newer set arrived, amnd wa
ko ashoat 3,000 weara koat in the London bombimgs.”

The st will join a display of televisions from across the ages at the National
Media MMuseum.
