A la forme affirmative, le verbe ne subit aucune transformation SAUF & la 3eme
personne du singulier ou il se voit gjouter un 'S’ ou un 'ES’.

Attention | BE est le seule verbe qui n'a pas besoin de I'auxiliaire DO.

Ex : 1 am smart. | am not stupid.
