Past Simple verb TO BE

Remember we use WAS/WASN'T or WERE/WEREN'T:

[ ] i

\ SHE \ "

Was / Wasn't

But remember that all the other verbs can be REGULAR or IRREGULAR
We add -D or —ED to the regular verbs — e.g. celebrate —— celebrated

Irregular verbs can change from the base/ infinitive form — e.g. go —» went
For questions we use the auxiliary verb DID subject INFINITIVE VERB object/complement?
e.g. DID you GO to school yesterday?

For negative sentences we use the auxiliary verb DIDN'T and the infinitive verb —
e.g. Michael DIDN'T BUY a present for his mum.
