Inversion with ‘Notonly ...... but....also/either

For emphasis when listing two examples in formal writing, we can start a sentence with

NOT ONLY + aux verb + S

The subject and verb are inverted. Use ‘either’ instead of ‘also’ if the sentence is negative.

It was boiling hot. There was no wind.
Not only was it boiling hot, but there was no wind either.

She has 3 dogs. She has 3 cats too.
Not only does she have 3 dogs, but she has 3 cats also.

She can play guitar. She can play piano.
Not only can she play guitar, but she can play piano also.

The flight has been cancelled. We can't get a refund.
Not only has the flight been cancelled, but we can't get a refund either.

Susan smoked and she drank.
Not only did Susan smoke, but she drank also.
