Ukraine is washed by the
8 Black Sea and the sea of Azov and it has very important ports. The
sea of Azov is the world’s most shallow sea. Its average depth is 5-

There are 71,000 rivers and streams in Ukraine. The major rivers are the Dnipro, the
Dnister, the Bug, the Donets the Danube and others. The Dnipro is one of the longest
European rivers and one country’s main sources of hydroelectric power. Its total length
is 2,285 km. It divides Ukraine into two parts: Right Bank and Left Bank Ukraine. The
Danube connects Ukraine with seven European countries.

It has rich depositions of iron, metals, coal,
oil, gas and other natural resources. The country has metallurgical and heavy industries.
