in the past tense (was, were), the present tense (am, is, are), or future tense (will be).

[ She thinks the music is funny. (] Her laughter was a good sound in the room.

1 The book was locked in the house. [ Reading books improves your imagination.

8. The girl was a fish when in the pool.
[ She is a good swimmer. OJ She likes to swim.
