Sometimes the bus would drive off before the paid-up customers made it to the back
entrance. If the white section was full and another white customer entered, blacks were
required to give up their seats and move (where); a black person was not 1.

even allowed to sit across the aisle from whites, These humiliations were made worse by
the fact that fwo-thirds of the bus riders in Montgomery were black.

“It was just not right, and I was tired of it,” wrote Parks in her /994 book (what

name). “I kept thinking about my mother and my grandparents, and how strong they

were."”

The rest of Parks’ story is American history... her arrest and trial, a (how 9

long) Montgomery bus boycott, and. finally, the Supreme Court’s ruling in November
1956 that segregation on public transport was unlawful.
