9. - is protection for a set period of time-i.e. 20 year term
policy covers you for the next twenty years. Less expensive form of insurance.
10. - covers fire damage, theft, vandalism, as well as natural
disasters. Everything that happens except an actual collision.
i - covers damages you cause to other people’s property
and bodily injuries you cause to people outside your car.
12. - The maximum amount the insurance company will
pay if you file a claim.
13. - an iliness or injury which happened prior to the
purchase of insurance policy-must be covered now.
