Like sport, acting is also nearly always a
team event and you rely just as much on other people as they do on you.

Yes, I did. My brother and I both went to the same school and sometimes, we
used to break the rules. In private schools at that time, a common punishment

used to be ‘the cane’: a long stick which the head teacher used for hitting
naughty boys. Both of us were caned on several occasions.

Well, I wasn’t very academic at all, really, and I was very bad at maths.
Luckily for me, I was really good at sports and that’s the only reason they
accepted me at Wellington. I was in the school rugby team, and I alsc played
tennis. I played at Wimbledon once, in the Jjunior tournament, and I got
through to the second round.

Although I was good at sport, I never really considered taking it up
professionally. Once I left Wellington, I wanted to become an actor and I
didn’'t play nearly as much sport when I left school.
