What is fusion cuisine?

Fusion is putting together at least two different things. Fusion cuisine refers to combining
ingredients—and sometimes cooking techniques—from more than one culture. This could
mean adding an unusual spice to a traditional dish, or it could mean using different ways of
preparing food and ingredients from a variety of cultures.

Fusion cuisine became popular in restaurants in the |970s. While many people think it is a
new discovery, the idea has actually existed for hundreds of years. European explorers
brought "exotic” foods like tomatoes, oranges, and rice back from their travels. People liked
these foods so much that they began using them in traditional European menus.

The key to great fusion is choosing the best elements of various cultures’ cooking and
combining these to create new dishes.

One example of fusion cuisine is adding spicy chilies from Latin America to traditional Asian
dishes, such as |apanese hand rolls with jalapefios. Another popular result of fusion is the
wrap.
