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Every writer tells their story from a certain perspective, or point of view. Some stories are told from
the perspective of a narrator who is part of the story, known as first person point of view.

Other stories are told from the perspective of a "narrator” who is not in the story at all, which is
known as third person point of view. With this exercise, you'll learn about the difference between
first person and third person, two of the most common points of view used in storytelling.

First Person

The narrator is a character in the story and
often does not know what is going to happen
next. They tell the story using the pronouns
“I"and "‘me’
