With crowdsourcing, they can reach millions of customers all over the world.

Crowdsourcing isn't just for hiring work or creating products. Traffic apps use
crowdsourcing to collect driving information and improve the experience for
their users. There are many other ways in which crowdsourcing is used to
create collections of information provided by volunteers. For example, a fire
in September 2018 destroyed millions of items in a natural history museum
in Brazil. The items are lost forever, but they can still be remembered through
photos. So, a website and a local university are using crowdsourcing to
collect photos of the items from the museum’s collection. People from

all over the world can share their photos. It would be impossible for one
person to provide photos of the whole collection, but with crowdsourcing it
becomes possible,
