* We use in, on, at, in front of, behind, next
to, near, opposite, under, between and
among (prepositions of place) to say
where someone or something is.

* We also use prepositions of place in these
phrases: at home, at school, at work, at
college/university, at the cinema/zoo, at the
door
on the left/right, on the first/second floor
in bed, in hospital, in prison, in Spain/
Lendon /China
Jon is at home. He's in bed.
Mum’s at work.

Our room is on the first floor.

* We say: in West Street BUT at |5 West

Street.
