The potcntinl of underground living was r<?cugnized in the West when there was lack of
oil in the cm'ly: 1970s. 'T‘l'{erc was a dcglrc to have sustainable and energy-efficient
puildings and it resulted in the increasing number of underground dwellings in the
UsA and Europe, There are up to 100,000 semi-subterranean or fully underground
dwellings in the USA. Hov{ever, Japan seems to be at the forefront of underground
innovation right now. This overcrowded island has embraced the concept of
subterranean living like no other nations due to the high prices of land there.

Earth dwellings bring several advantages. The first is the energy efficiency -
since the underground temperatures are due to the exchange of geothermal mass and
heat. It means that the places will stay cool in summer and remain warm in winter.
The energy costs of this type of dwellings are only twenty percent of the average costs
in conventional houses. This benefit leads to the second benefit, money saving. The
third benefit is the low maintenance. Because these houses hardly have exterior
surfaces, there will be no needs to, for example, repaint the outer walls of these
houses. And the last benefit that can be registered here is the lack of noise. With the
protection of the earth around them, these houses would provide a sound-proof
environment. It means that the dwellers can spend time without being disturbed by
the noises from outside.

to compete with boys - Gilbert Blythe, mainly, when it comes to academics and
