We use this for things that someone didn't actually do. For general ability in the past, we use
could + bare infinitive (see Unit 19).

v | could play the guitar when | was seven. ( = | knew how to play the guitar.)
v | could have played the guitar. ( = | had the opportunity to play the guitar, but | didn’t actually play it.)

@ Criticism
Use Modal Example

To say that someone’s past ought to / should You should have invited Carol to your party.
behaviour was bad or wrong ( = You didn't invite Carol and that was wrong.)

@ Probability and possibility}
Use Modal Example

Strong probability must / can't They must have had a lovely holiday!
( = It's almost certain that they had a lovely holiday.)

They can't have had any sleep!
( = It's almost certain that they didn't have any sleep.)

Possibility could / may / might Helen might have found a new house.
( = It's passible, but 'm not certain.)
