The First Conditional

(if + simple present + will + verb)
(will + verb + if + simple present)

We use first conditional when talking about possible future events. The if
clause is in the simple present and the main clause is in the simple future.

e If he catches a fish, he will be happy. Or:
» He will be happy if he catches a fish.
