Abbreviation can be shortened by many methods.Contraction is a reduction of
size by the drawing together of the parts, A contraction of a word is made by omitting certain letters
or syllables and bringing together the first and last letters or elements; an abbreviation may be made
by omitting certain portions from the interior or by cutting off a part. These are some important
