In Ukrainian the Genitive case is an equivalent to “of something” in English and possessive
construction with ‘s, answering the questions:

KOro? (Whose?)
4Oro? (of What?)
For example, 1) CryaexTi yoro 7 (Students of what?)
Crynentu yHisepcutety. (Students of the university)
2) Koro cymrka? (Whose is the bag?)

Cymra mamu. (mum'’s bag)
