One and zero are special numbers
in division. Understanding these
rules will help you be a better
mathematician.

When | divide a
number by 1, | get the
same number.

When | divide a
number by itself,
| get 1.

1S

If the divisor is 1, the quotient
is equal to the dividend.

If the divisor and the dividend
are the same number, the
quotient is 1.

If the dividend is 0, the
quotient is 0.

NEVER divide by zero.
The divisor can never be zero.
