Theywatchedusvisit famousplacesaround
theworldand some actually started their own journeys around the world, while others asked
us for advice via social media. Soon we became a well-known travelling couple although

During thefirstyear of our journey we visitedmost of the world’sbiggest cities. Wehad agreat
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time sightseeing but we also experienced some dangerous situations in crowded popular
tourist sites in Caracas and Rio de Janeiro.
