evening (moi budi t6i)...
% Cum tir chi tan suét: once a week (1 1an 1 tudn), twice a week (2 1an mdt tuan), three
times a week (3 lan mot tuén), four times a week (4 lan mot tu‘fm), five times a week
(5 1an mot tuan), once a month (mot 1an mét thang), once a year (mdt lan mot nam)...
