The half of the circle
can be seen when we see from the higher places such as a mountain or when we are on a plane.

The colors are formed as the effect of the refraction and reflection of the sunlight. After raining,
the sunlight, which is the white light, touches the raindrops and it is reflected. The light will be separated
in different degrees and produces different wavelengths.

These wavelength are accepted by our eyes in the form of different colors or spectrum, and we
call it as a rainbow.
