I'm Gina D'Costa and | run a flower shop in the UK. We don't just sell flowers to
people buying them for friends or for their homes; all kinds of customers want
flowers. Hotels and offices often have flowers in Reception, and sometimes we
take part in photo sessions for businesses by providing flowers for their advertising
pictures.
