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We use the past simple for actions that
are finished.

He lived in Athens for ten years.
(He doesn’t live there any more.)

We use the present perfect with for and
since for actions that started in the past
and that are still happening now.

I've studied English for three years.
(I'm still studying it.)

We've lived in Oxford since 1999.
(We still live there.) ., v EWORKSH EETS
