Bill Bird is a shoemaker who cannot make shoes fast enough for his growing number
of customers — and he charges more than £300 for a pair! Customers travel hundreds of
kilometers to his London shoe clinic or to his workshop in the countryside to have their
feet measured. He makes shoes for people with feet of unusual sizes: very large, very
small, very broad or very narrow. The shoes are at least as fashionable as those found
in ordinary shops.
