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VIETNAM

Imagine sharing your birthday with the whole country! That's
exactly what happens every year in Vietham. The Vietnamese
don't celebrate on the day they were born. Instead everyone
gels one year older on the same day - Vietnamese New Year's
day or Tet. People don't give birthday presents, but children
receive red envelopes with money inside. Children greet older
people with the phrase, ‘Long life of 100 years!'

Tet is the biggest celebration of the year in Vietham - and it can
last for a week. Everyone takes to the streets to make as much
noise as they can and there are fireworks and lion dances.

LATIN AMERICA

Becoming an adult is a very special day for girls in South
America and it happens on their fifteenth birthday - the
Quinceanera.

In some places, such as parts of Mexico, the father or another
relative gives the girl her first pair of high heels as a symbol of
becoming a woman. The birthday girl, or quinceanera, often
gives out fifteen candles, one to each of the fifteen most
important people in her life.

Then there is a meal and dancing. The quinceanera’s first dance
is always with her father.
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JAPAN

In Japan everyone has a day off to celebrate the world's
biggest twentieth birthday party.

The second Monday of January every year is ‘Coming of
Age Day’ or ‘Seijin no hi’ - the day all twenty-year-old
Japanese become adults.

Men wear suits and girls dress in beautiful kimonos, which
they often have to rent or borrow because they're so
expensive. A ceremony is held in the local government
office and afterwards the new adults can party with their
friends and family.
