Begin
with a good story lead. State the main idea and give supporting
details.

A way that you can begin your story is with a question. For example,
“Do you want to know what my favorite TV show to watch?” You can
then write supporting details about the show and why it is your
favorite. You can end by asking the question again and then stating
the next sentence as “ltis _”. This would be your main idea. You also
can put the main idea at the beginning after the question or in the
middle of the paragraph.

Here are two examples on the topic: My Favorite TV Show
