Families usually prepare a
large traditional dinner that includes roast turkey, stuffing,
mashed potatoes, cranberry sauce, and pumpkin pie.
Many people also watch parades or football games, and
some even volunteer to help those in need.
Although Thanksgiving has religious roots, it has become a
universal celebration of thankfulness — a time to reflect on
what really matters: family, friendship, and kindness.
