IIpumep oTrera: It is recommended because English is not widely spoken outside of
tourist areas. Knowing basic phrases helps with simple communication, shows respect for
the local culture, and can make interactions smoother (e.g., asking for directions, ordering
food).
14. IIpamep orsera: The three most crucial preparations are: 1) Getting a VPN to maintain
access to familiar communication and information services like Google and WhatsApp,
which are blocked in China. 2) Setting up mobile payments (Alipay/WeChat Pay) and
ensuring access to cash, as China is largely a cashless society but international cards are
rarely accepted. 3) Learning basic cultural norms and Mandarin phrases to navigate
social situations respectfully and overcome the language barrier, ensuring a more
immersive and less stressful experience.
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
