If we hadn’t had the playground to play in, we would have been
very bored.

2. Were they very bored?

REMEMBER

« The structure of the third conditional 1is: if + past
perfect, would have + past participle.

e« Both «clauses +H4n a third conditional sentence are
hypothetical (i.e. they didn’t really happen).

¢ Instead of would, we can also use might and could in the
result clause, with could showing ability/possibility
and might showing less certainty or possibility.
