A constant feature in the news is the warning that we are doing irreparable damage to the planet we live on, and there are
threats of global warming and possibly even signs of it happening presently. As the environmental ambitions of many nations
are peaking, the aim to reduce CO as much as possible and as quickly as possible seems to be the goal of most.

36. There are dozens of recommendations that seem small in comparison to the global scale of the issue. However,
what we do as individuals goes a long way to solving the issue of CO emissions. Making a daily choice to walk or bike instead
of drive can have a real impact. Carpooling and public transportation can also help to reduce emissions.
