A drought is a period of time when an area or region experiences below- normal precipitation. The
lack of adequate precipitation, either rain or snow, can cause reduced soil moisture or groundwater,
diminished stream flow, crop damage, and a general water shortage. Droughts are the second-most costly
weather event after hurricanes.

Unlike with sudden weather events such as hurricanes, tornadoes, and thunderstorms, it is often
difficult to pinpoint when a drought has started or when it has ended. The initial effects of a drought may
be difficult to identify right away so it may take weeks or months to determine that drought has started.
