February 14th is traditionally a celebration of love, so how do people in the UK mark the
occasion?

Sending a Valentine’s card to a loved one is a custom that has been going on for at least 150
years, if not longer. Couples will give them to each other, but it is also common to send an
anonymous card to someone you secretly love, This practice is particularly common in
schools and can be a source of great amusement and embarrassment, as everyone tries to
work out who sent a card to whom.

Another way of letting someone know you love them on Valentine's Day is to put an advert
in a newspaper. Nowadays, social media sites and mobile phone messages are taking over
this role. On Valentine’s Day 2008, an estimated 80 million texts were sent between mobile
phones, which was six times the number of cards sent by “snail” mail.

As well as cards, Valentine’s Day also brings a lot of gift-giving, though it is usually men who
are expected to give presents to their wives and girlfriends. Flowers and chocolates remain
popular choices, roses being the most popular, but advice from magazines and newspapers
is usually that men should try to be more imaginative.
