AN ACT OF KINDNESS

Two weeks ago, schoolgirl Lily Mason was taking her dog for a walk down the back
streets of Salford, Manchester, when she passed a small house with a hand-written
note in the window. She walked past, but something made her stop and go back. She
read the note: ‘My name is Stan Baker and | am 72.
