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Passive Voice

Passive voice is used when the focus is on the action. It is not
important or not known, however who or what is performing the

action.

e.g: My bike was stolen.

(The focus here is on the fact that my
bike was stolen. I don't know who did it.)

**To convert an active sentence to a passive one; note the following:

1. Divide the sentence into (S., V., 0.) (He / wrote / a letter)

2. put the O. at the beginning. (A letter ... )
3. Add (be) which is suitable with the tense. (A letter was............. )
4. Put the p.p of the main verb. (A letter was written.)
