Sadly, Francisco I Madero was assassinated by Victoriano Huerta, a
counterrevolutionary. 1. Before that, / After that, he assumed the presidency. 2.
However, / At the same time, he was not well received by everybody.

Huerta lost many important battles. So, he resigned the presidency and left the
country. After that, Venustiano Carranza, a powerful landowner, and Zapata with
Villa met to decide the future of Mexico. 3. While / In contrast, Zapata and Villa
supported the Plan de Ayala, Carranza supported the Plan of San Luis Potosi.
Carranza made a draft of a supreme law of Mexico. The final version was finally
accepted in 1917, It promised unprecedented economic rights for the Mexican
people. Unfortunately, Carranza didn't keep his promises. 4. Owing to this, / As
soon as, the Revolution continued for many more years until 1920, Carranza was
killed, and general Alvaro Obregon finally rose to power.
